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Need Professional Hydrologic Experience?

2010 Leonard Halpenny Intern Scholarship

Applicants: Graduates and undergraduate students in a hydrology-related field of study from an Arizona University or College. Qualified undergraduates will be given first preference.
Award: $3,000 stipend for 200 hours of work with multiple agencies and private consulting companies in Tucson, Arizona.

The Tucson Chapter of the Arizona Hydrological Society is now seeking applicants for the Leonard Halpenny Intern Scholarship.  The successful candidate will have the unique opportunity to work part-time throughout 2010 as an intern scholar at multiple hydrological work environments in Tucson.  Previous participating companies have included: Tucson Water, the United States Geological Survey, Montgomery & Associates, Brown and Caldwell, HydroGeoChem, the Arizona Department of Water Resources, Metro Water, the Nature Conservancy, Pima County Flood Control District, and Clear Creek Associates.  The intern scholarship is open to graduate and undergraduate students in the fields of hydrology, geology, civil, environmental and geologic engineering, renewable natural resources, wastewater management, soil and water science, and other hydrology-related studies.  Students from the U of A, ASU, NAU, Pima College, and other Arizona colleges can apply to participate in the program.  

The scope of work may include water sampling, regulatory aspects of recharge and water-resource management, fieldwork, retrospective analysis of existing data, and other types of activities that might be encountered in an entry-level hydrology-related position.  The scholar will be required to complete 200 hours of work in 2010.  The scholarship carries a stipend in the amount of $3,000.  

This position will involve considerable coordination and scheduling among four different entities, thus we are looking for a focused and responsible individual with good communication skills and disciplined, highly organized work habits.  The success of this intern scholarship will depend to a large degree on the student’s own motivation; the experiences gained will aid future career choices in hydrology related fields.  Intern hours may be scheduled and completed around the availability of the recipient, and must be completed by December 31, 2010.  The student will be required to keep and submit a record of hours completed.  Upon completion of the intern scholarship, the candidate will be required to submit an article summarizing her or his own experience that will be published in the Arizona Hydrological Society newsletter.  The candidate may also be asked to attend a meeting and/or symposium of the Arizona Hydrological Society, so that they may be introduced as the winner of the award.

Candidates must be willing to sign liability and confidentiality waivers for participating organizations prior to commencement of their intern scholarship.

Those who wish to apply should obtain an application form from our web site: www.azhydrosoc.org.  The application consists of a one-page application form, a one-page essay, transcripts (unofficial), and 2 letters of recommendation (at least one from an instructor, the second can be from an employer).  The deadline for applications has been extended to 5:00 PM, April 9, 2010! 

Candidates must be available for an interview the week of April 19th, 2010.  Interviews will be scheduled with consideration towards the applicant’s needs.  If an earlier interview date is required, please indicate so in writing.  Out-of-town applicants will conduct their interview via phone.  Selection will be announced by May 7th, 2010.  Please see the application form for the appropriate submittal instructions.
